The Vietnam War was a long,
static war with no apparent front
lines. The men who fought it were a
mixture of volunteers and draftees.
New technologies and equipment were
employed for the first time. Helicop-
ters gave rise to the air-mobile in-
fantry, yet the horrors of the liv-
ing jungle could not be escaped. The
enemy hid amongst the civilian popu-
lation ready to strike on their terms
and at any time. For a soldier serv-
ing in Vietnam it was a mental and
physical drain, the likes of which
they had never experienced before.
